A WORD FROM FR. JOHN

My dear friends,
On this Third Sunday of Lent, the Gospel invites us to reflect on Jesus’ journey through the Samaritan town, where He encounters the Samaritan woman at the well. In that simple yet profound meeting, Jesus opens her eyes to faith. Her life is transformed. She leaves her water jar behind, runs back to her village, and tells everyone about Him. In doing so, she becomes a true missionary, drawing others to encounter Christ. As we move through these days of Lent, we are also beginning to notice the gentle signs of early spring around us—birds singing, flowers beginning to bloom, and the quiet renewal of nature. The beauty of creation naturally lifts our hearts toward God, the Creator of all life. Just as spring awakens the earth, Lent awakens our hearts. It invites us to renewal, conversion, and a deeper relationship with God. The flowers do not preach, and the birds do not give sermons, yet their simple presence reflects the beauty and glory of God’s creation. In the same way, our lives—through kindness, faith, and quiet witness—can draw others to Christ.
Like the Samaritan woman, we are called to share the joy of encountering Jesus. Sometimes this happens not through many words, but simply by being present, living our faith, and reflecting God’s love in our daily lives. May this Lenten season, together with the new life of spring around us, inspire us to renew our faith and become gentle messengers of the Gospel to those we meet.
